$100.00 and a certificate for his/her idea. Entries are kept for twelve months upon receipt and 
are considered each month for a year. 

Entries are judged on creativity, uniqueness and usefulness. The judging takes into consideration 
the student’s age. There are 3 divisions: Grades: PreK-3, 4-8, 9-College. 

The National Museum of Education is granted permission to use the entrant’s name, photograph, 
likeness, and entry materials including the design, prototype, and inventions for publicity 
purposes. Students retain ownership and all rights to the design, prototype and inventions. 

Winning entries are eligible for induction into the National Gallery for America’s Young Inventors. 
Six student inventors are inducted annually into the National Gallery, the museum where 
“Dreams Never Die”. Educational inventions may receive royalties as seen on CNN and CBS 
may also be featured in highly circulated national science catalogs.
